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Frequently Asked Questions  

 
Applications  
 
When are the deadlines of the application?  
The application will be automatically closed when we reached the maximum quota. There is no  
announcement about the application closure; we will do the earliest completed applications to be enrolled.  
 
How can we send the documents?  
Please send the digital copies (scanned) by email and send the originals to the address stated above.  
 
Can I get in touch with previous students of the summer school?  
Yes, we will very glad to inform you the previous students  

 
Fee  
 
When we have to pay?  
The committee will inform you when you should pay when we received all required documents from you.  
 
How we can pay?  
The committee will inform you about the Bank Account for you to wire the fee.  
 
If we cancelled the application, can we get the money back?  
No  
 
If we cancelled the application, can we use the fee for next year application?

Visa  
 
What type of visa recommended for the summer school?  
We recommend having socio and cultural visa  
 
Can we stay longer than the summer school period?  
Yes, with socio and cultural visa, you can stay in Indonesia for up to 8 weeks to give you chance to  
explore Indonesia after the summer school. Please refer to the Indonesian embassy in your country.  
 
Is there any proof if we paid the summer school fee?  
Yes, the committee will send you a notification by email, and also send a receipt as well as an Invitation  
Letter which will be useful to apply visa to Indonesia.  
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Arrive and Leave  
 
When you recommend us to arrive?  
We recommend you to arrive in Yogyakarta 1 day prior to the summer school starts.  
 
When you recommend us to leave?  
All certifications will be only given during farewell party, please not this. So if you leave early please  
consider that you will not get the certification.  

 
Summer School Academic  
 
Can we have the tentative schedule before applying?  
Yes, you can contact us concerning this matter  
 
I can take this summer school as a point for elective for my university, but they require some signatures  
and stamps as well as some evaluation forms, is it possible for you to fill them in?  
Yes  
 
Is there any special thing we need to bring for the summer school?  
Usually students need to bring three T-Shirt each colored dark red, light green and light blue.  
 
How is the dress code during the summer school?  
For activities in the university, you can wear T-shirt, shoes, no shorts. For females, closed shoulder, kneelength  
trousers, no slippers. For males, no short, no slippers.  
For activities in the hospital, similar to the university activities dress code plus wear your own white coat.  
 
Any recommendations what we should learn before coming to the summer school?  
We will give you some questions about tropical diseases and you need to send the answers prior to your  
departure to Indonesia, when you answers those questions, you will know the basic of tropical diseases  
and ready to join our summer school.  
 
What is the academic system of the summer school?  
We will use Problem Based Learning (system) in this case students need to carry some basic knowledge  
before joining the summer school.  
 
Will there be examinations?  
Yes, there will always be some pretest and mini-quizzes. 
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Host Family  
 
Where we will stay?  
You will stay with our student’s. It might be with a family / rented house / boarding house.  
 
Who will provide us the two times daily meals?  
It is the responsibility of your host family  
 
If we don’t like the meals provided by the host family, what we can do?  
You can say that you to your host family and you can buy meals at the restaurant. But we will not pay the  
meals in this case, and you cannot take the money back.  
 
My host family asked money for the meals, is this acceptable?  
They should not do this. The summer school fee is included for two times daily Indonesian meals.  
 
What else the host families responsibility?  
They are responsible for drop you and pick you up ONLY for the summer school activities. They do not  
have any responsibility in taking care of your travel/transportation out of summer school activities.  
 
My host family asked for money for the patrol, is this acceptable?  
As for as the transportation is for summer school activities, then they should not ask you extra money.  
 
What things I have to consider in host family?  
You should consider that you are a guess who have to adapt to the host family. NOT the host family who  
has to adapt you. Please follow your host’s rule, and respect our culture.  
 
My friend’s host family is very nice, they took him everywhere with no charge, while my host family is so  
busy and can not take me anywhere except the summer school activities, what should I do?  
Some students will lucky to stay in a very nice family, but some is not, only can provide the basic host  
family, you may not complain to this.  
 
My host family is very nice, they brought me everywhere and paid my meals in western and expensive  
restaurants, is this acceptable?  
We don’t give the money for this, you can consider it as a kindness. We didn’t give enough money for this  
to host family. Meals should be basic Indonesian meals.  
 
What are the transportations used by host family?  
Some will use motorbikes some will use cars  
 
Is there anything we have to prepare for the host family?  
It would be nice of you to give a small thing typically from your city / country to your host family. It could  
be something memorable or something to wear. Anything.  
 
I am coming with a friend, can we stay together?  
We will prefer students from different countries stay in one host family, in order to create the international  
language. And we will not placed two students in different sex in the same host family.  
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Social Programs  
How much we do we have to pay for social program?  
We can only decide the social program fee few days before the summer school starts as the expenses  
fee are changing time to time. In estimations, the fee will be around 75-150 EUR.  
What are the social program fee includes?  
The fee includes the entrances, bus, lunch boxes  

 
Certification  
What are the rules in order to get the certification?  
� Attend 100% academic activities. Arrival should be 15 minutes prior to the program starts  
� Should not leave before farewell party. All certifications will only be handed to dedicated person during 
farewell party.
